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From Ludgvan you have a choice of two routes to
Marazion and St Michael's Mount. The shorter route
crosses Marazion Marsh and the other route, which is
about 2 miles longer, is via Gulval and Long Rock.
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Stamping your Passport and where to find the stamps

With your Passport on a firm surface, place the stamp in the appropriate square, press down gently and release.
Please replace the stamps in their containers and the containers on their stands or in their boxes after use.
